The measures introduced by the ESF Managing Authorities (MA) to 
address the crisis have been designed at a central level (thus defining a so-
called “program theory”) and then implemented in different ways, at the 
local level, by taking into account similar starting conditions characterised 
by:

local welfare systems
labour demand and supply matching services system
different forms of integration between passive and active labour policies
presence of public and private stakeholders
presence and functionality of different information systems

In a regulatory framework characterised by extreme heterogeneity, every 
MA has worked out different solutions, whose effectiveness shall have to be
